see racing throughout Vermont and New Hampshire this year.  This year’s Berlin Mall Car Show

Aaron’s of Barre, VT 

has provided a big-screen TV to show Thunder Road events from the 2018 and 2019 seasons 

filmed by CVTSport.net. A Race to Read table will be set up on Saturday, February 29 for kids to 

learn more about the popular literacy program and sign up for this year’s reading challenges.

Thunder Road and WMMP managing partner Cris Michaud said. “The Berlin Mall Car Show is a 

great way to build excitement and give fans a preview of the coming season. It’s at a location 

most of our fans can get to easily and where teams can also catch the eyes of new fans.
